The play explained the lack of consent is the essential element and need not involve
physical violence. Marital rape is considered a form of domestic violence and sexual
abuse. The issues of sexual and domestic violence within marriage and the family unit,
and more specifically, the issue of violence against women, have come to growing
international attention from the second half of the 20th century. Still, in many countries,
marital rape either remains outside the criminal law, or is illegal but widely tolerated.
Laws are rarely being enforced, due to factors ranging from reluctance of authorities to
pursue the crime, to lack of public knowledge that sexual intercourse in marriage without
consent is illegal.

The performance of the students was highly appreciated by the audience.

Mr. Sigh is presently the president of Indian People’s Theatre Association, India. He’s

He portrayed the hierarchy from Sanskrit Theatre as the ancestor to Persian Theatre and
that to the present day theatre in the most exquisite manner. In context with the play,
“Rustam- O- Sohrab” he told that it was the first Persian play written by Amateur theatre

company in 1929. The company never knew that the Persian Theatre could turn into a




professional theatre. The writer, Agha Hashar Kashmiri was initially a shawl seller and
after watching a play, he had an instinct of writing a play himself. Hence, he wrote
Rustam- O - Sohrab in Hindustani language. Agha Hashar is called the The Shakespeare
of India. Throwing some more light upon Persian theatre, “There’s no sense of Persian
theatre if you can't sing” said Mr. Sigh. Also that the art of adaptation is a gift of Persian
theatre only. He concluded the session by wishing students all the very best for their

upcoming production as it's not an impossible task but a tough one indeed. It'll require a

lot of stamina, hard work and dedication.
